an opportunity to review, revise and approve the County’s comprehensive redevelopment plan.
Also enclosed is a photocopy of a companion PETITION to the California Coastal Commission,
calling for support of the moratorium by denying any relevant coastal development permits until
this is done.

The residents gathered these signatures following a grassroots community meeting informing
them about a sampling of projects currently in the approvals process, including this item #24 on
today’s agenda. Isubmit that similar results would likely occur if other developments and
neighborhoods, both within and outside the Marina, were canvassed. However, the burden of
soliciting this information belongs to the County. The County is supposed to seek the input of
the public, and only it is in a position to do so on the broad scale that this massive redevelopment
scheme warrants. I respectfully request that the Board of Supervisors, either under its own
auspices or through the Department of Beaches and Harbors, undertake to inform the community
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at large of the nature and scope of all Phase II redevelopment and, based on the responses and
input from the community, revise the comprehensive plan to be more accommodating to the
needs of the people of Los Angeles County. This could be done through a series of public
workshops held in different areas of the County, with equal time allotted to alternative plan
proponents to give stakeholders the full picture of Marina del Rey’s potential.

On September 26, 2008, your Board approved nine temporary positions within the Department
of Children and Family Services to augment the Skid Row Services Program In addition, the
Department of Children. and Family Services was instructed to work in collaboration with the
Directors of Public Social Services and the Department of Mental Health and requested to:

* Report back in thirty days to provide a projection of the number of families that are
anticipated to be seen during the next twelve months,

¢ To provide additional information on the performance goals, as weli as a clarification on the
means to measure the success of these efforts, _

* Report back in twelve months with an overall assessment of the impact of the Skid Row
Outreach team and the specific impact it is having on improving the outcomes for children
and families,

¢ Provide a recommendation as to whether or not the temporary items shouid become
permanent.

This report is the first of the initial two requested reports on status of the efforts of the current
program,; projections of the number of families that are anticipated to be served within the next
twelve months; and clarification regarding the means to measure the success of these efforts.

The Department of Children and Family Services in collaboration with the Department of
Public Social Services (DPSS); Department of Mental Health Services (DMH); Department of
Public Health (DPH) Department of Public Health-Alcohol and Drug Administration (DPH-
ADAP); and various Community Based Service Providers, continue to provide services to
children and families engaged within the Skid Row area and within the Union Rescue Mission,
the Midnight Mission and the Weingart Access Center. It is our joint goal to support familys
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efforts to ensure that children are safe; free from harm; receiving adequate medical and
mental health attention and education; and their parents are assisted in the acquisition of
permanent housing. As with all of the families we serve, our first priority is to provide child
protection services fo each and every child requiring such services. In addition to ensuring
child safety and family stability, an additional primary focus of this homeless service program
is to provide prevention and support services for homeless families through the coordination
and linkage to resources available through various communities and County sponsored
programs.

While the Skid Row Outreach Team was under the leadership of the Los Angeles Housing
Authority (LASHA) and DPSS, a total of 687 families were seen and provided financial and
counseling services through the joint DPSS/DMH CalWORKSs program. Then in January 2006
through September 30, 2006, the original team was augmented with additional participants
from DCFS and DPH and staff were collocated within the Union Rescue Mission, Midnight
Mission and Weingart Access Center (DPSS only). The program saw 400 new families.
Since the inception of the initial program in January 2005, the Skid Row Qutreach team has
seen a total of 1,087 new families.

The families were first assessed and linked to available resources within the community.
Those families in which there was a suspicion of child negiect and/or abuse as a resuit of the
initial screening were referred to the DCFS Child Protection Hotline for further child abuse
investigation related services. During the period of January 2006 through September 2008,
DCFS tracked a total of 166 referrals that generated out of the Skid Row area. It must be
noted that this number is representative of all child abuse referrals generated within the
geographic area and includes calls made by mandated reporters with contact with these
families as well as calls from the Skid Row QOutreach Team. Of the 166 referrals, 60 cases
were opened resulting in the detention and subsequent removal from parental custody of 51
children, 2 of which remained in the care of their parents and seven of which were
subsequently closed. Thus, representing a detention rate of 15% of the total population.

With the future opening of the Union Rescue Missions’ Hope Gardens and as -additional
families are successfully transitioned from homelessness to housing, it is anticipated that the
number of families residing within the missions and temporary shelters will decrease
considerably. As such, our projection for the number of families requiring services is 500 or
approximately 40 per month.

The Department of Children and Family Services, in conjunction with the CAQ, is currently in
the process of developing a confract with Beyond Shelter to provide housing assistance
services and on-going case management services to 500 families within the next year. The
families will be identified and referred for services from the existing Street Outreach Team and
the collocated staff within the Missions and Shelters. On-going case management services for
these families will be provided directly through Beyond Shelter and DCFS will continue to
provide contract monitoring oversight and liaison with the other county departments on behalf
of the families.

The established operational measures for this program and incorporated into the MOU and
contract are:

Number of children, youth and parents assessed to be in need of family support
prevention services by DCFS and linkage to appropriate services such as Family
Preservation, Alternative Response, Family Support, AB1733/294, Partnership for
Families, and other Community Based Support program services as a means to ensure
child safety and divert the children from the child protection system.

Number of families determined to be eligibility for CalWORKs and other related
financial assistance programs by DPSS and linkage to appropriate services for
homeless and at risk families.

Number of children, youth, and parents assessed to be in need of mental health
services by DMH and linkage to the most appropriate service {(e.g., basic or intensive
mental health services offered by directly-operated or contracted providers).

Number of children, youth and parents assessed to be in need of health care services
by DPH and linkage to the most appropriate service (e.g., basic CHDP or emergency
health care services offered by directly-operated DHS comprehensive healthcare
centers and hospitals or contracted providers).

Number of families relocated to short-term housing, mcludang desighated hotels,
emergency shelters and/or transitional housing.

Number of families with special needs placed into short-term housing for families with
special needs.

Number of families received referrais to community-based resources and specialized
services, including referrals for children with special needs.

Number of families moved into permanent housing within 90 days.

Number of families in permanent housing after six (6) months of permanent housing
placement.

Number of families enrolled in the Housing First Program (including an Individualized
Family Action Plan and case management support).
